This Scholarship is in honour of Maurice Incerti who sadly lost his battle with cancer in 2008.  Maurice was the Chief Executive Officer of Murray Dairy from 1996 to 2008.  He was an extremely passionate advocate of the dairy industry and contributed to its development in many ways during his 12 year involvement.

The Scholarship: 

In memory of Maurice Incerti, Murray Dairy and Dairy Australia will provide one applicant within the Murray Dairy region with an $8000 scholarship. 

Scholarship Criteria:
Eligibility:

· The scholarship is open to people who are:

· Engaged in farming as an owner or manager or an active member of a dairy farming business;

· Reside in Northern Victoria or Southern NSW (Murray Dairy region), however consideration may be given to applicants residing outside the region, but conducting region specific research;
· Intend to remain involved in the dairy industry 

· Have demonstrated a strong commitment to the dairy industry;
· The Scholarship must aim to provide benefit to the dairy industry in the Murray Dairy region.  It could take the form of a:

·  Research study, 

· Research Project;

· Study tour;

· Personal development in research, extension or industry; 

Successful applications may include, but not be limited by the following: 

· Literature review and analysis of a regional dairy subject;

· Research project related to dairying in the region;

· A study tour exploring dairy issues internationally or nationally and highlighting their relevance back to the region;

· Pursuit of leadership skills or innovative  research, development and extension across the Murray Dairy region 

· The scholarship may be used to supplement other scholarships; 

Note: Applicants seeking a retrospective application (i.e. for work already undertaken) will not be supported. 
Amount: 

Murray Dairy and Dairy Australia have budgeted for one scholarship for 2009-10 totalling $8000.

Assessment of the Application will: 

1) Be judged on its own merits and is ultimately at the discretion of a Murray Dairy Board sub-committee, however the Board members in making their assessment will: 

a. Consider the eligibility criteria;

b. Interview shortlisted candidates; 

2) The decision of the Board selection committee is final and no correspondence will be entered into. 

Acknowledgement of Funding:

· Murray Dairy and Dairy Australia must be acknowledged as the funding source on all publicity or promotional materials associated with the project. 

· Copies of logos are available from Murray Dairy;

· Launches – Murray Dairy and Dairy Australia reserves the right to launch projects or nominate a representative at project launches where appropriate. 
Reporting: 
· The successful applicant must write a report of their findings and submit electronically to the Murray Dairy CEO, no later than 1 month after the scholarships completion
· The successful applicant must also report findings to Murray Dairy’s Industry Steering Group.
Agreement:

Approved applicants will be required to enter into a formal agreement with Murray Dairy.

Payments:

Funding will be made available upon receipt of a tax invoice from the applicant, together with receipt of the completed milestones and reporting obligations as outlined in the agreement/application.

In special circumstances where it can be demonstrated that funds are required at the commencement of the project, part payment up front can be negotiated.

· Application forms must be typed or produced on computer Handwritten applications will not be accepted. 
· Application forms must be completed with concise details
· Applications will not be accepted after the closing date on 11th December 2009;
